• Pack CSA boxes, CSA distribution from Farm, Boulder, or Denver 
• Farmers Markets- Longmont or Boulder on Saturdays  
• Prepare, pack, and drive market trucks 
• Farm Stand (operating our roadside Farm Stand) 
• Flower work (harvesting, designing, making bouquets, drying, etc.) 
• Record-keeping, planning, preparing

40-55hr weeks with 
OT pay over 40. That’s right- you will get time-and-a-half pay rate for all hours over 40!! Mon-Fri or Tue-Sat.
